WOODS MILL SCHOOL PROGRAMMES
UPPER KEY STAGE 2
Scientific Enquiry Into Life Processes
This programme takes a more in depth look at how living things work.  The day will be divided into two sessions one focussing on freshwater habitats, the other on woodland and grassland.
An investigation into populations of pond creatures will give insights into the life cycles of these animals, their feeding relationships and the different ways in which they are adapted to their environment.
On land pupils will look at plant processes of growth, nutrition and reproduction in the woodland, and investigate the soils of Woods Mill. They will use different techniques for collecting terrestrial minibeasts, identifying and classifying them according to type.
Although the main emphasis of the day is on hands-on practical activity and games, we will also be recording information and evaluating results of our investigations. The programme is suitable for years 5 and 6.
